A Note on Today's Gospel Jesus speaks to his disciples and tells them that if they love him, they will keep his commandments.
He promises to ask the Father to send them another Advocate or Helper, the Spirit of truth, who will abide with them forever.
Jesus assures his disciples that he will not leave them as orphans, but will come to them. He explains that whoever loves him
will keep his word, and both he and the Father will love that person and come to them and make their home with them. Jesus
also promises that the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, will teach them everything and remind them of all that he has said to them.
